POW Frequently Asked Questions

1.  Question:  After we receive Theme 2, can I continue to choose activities from Theme 1?
Answer:  Absolutely. Both themes are about preserving and conserving water.  Any activities in Theme 1 or Theme 2 count toward your reward request.

2.  Question:  March 22nd is World Water Day.  Do you have suggestions on how we might celebrate this?

Answer:  Yes.  At the end of January, we will send out some fantastic ideas to help you mark this special occasion with the rest of Canada.

3.  Question:  If we complete the survey, will we automatically be sent the rewards?

Answer:  No.  The survey is separate.   When SEEDS receives the survey, a Chapters Gift Card is mailed to you.  To receive the rewards for your students, you must complete the Entry Form for Theme #2:  Water in our Backyard found on page 2 of the pamphlet, Preserving our Water, Theme #2.  The entry form can also be found at our website located at www.seedsfoundation.ca.

4.  Question:  How do I complete Survey #2?
Answer:  Just ask each question to your group of students.  You can change the wording to suit your listeners.  Ask them to answer by putting their hands up if they agree, disagree or are uncertain.  Only vote once.  Then write the number of students’ who voted beside each of:  agree, disagree or uncertain. Then either submit the survey via fax or go to our website and complete and send it from our website located at www.seedsfoundation.ca.
5.  Question:  Should we mail you our POW Poster/Chart once we complete it?

Answer:  It is not necessary for you to mail us back your poster/chart, but if you wish to, we truly appreciate receiving them and seeing how you used the poster.

6.  Question:  Can you give me some direction as to how I should be counting water activities?

Answer:  Any water conservation action, participation or conversation about a water learning activity or individual effort to preserve or conserve water counts for your total.  Count each participant’s contribution individually.  For example, if 25 students and volunteers participate in 1 action, then count it as 25 actions.
